The EHA Nomination Committee is pleased to invite EHA members to nominate candidates for the 
EHA Board. EHA has to elect one new councilor to the Board for the period 2008-2012. Each 
nomination must be supported by at least fifteen (15) members. Please note that only 
recommendations from active members (those who paid their annual membership fee before March 
31, 2008) will be taken into consideration. The candidates nominated by the members will be added 
to the list prepared by the Nomination Committee. 

The Nomination Committee will consider all recommendations from the membership, taking into 
account the scientific and educational quality of the nominees and their area of expertise. However, 
the Committee remains independent in making its decision about the final nominations in order to 
guarantee the continuous positive development of the organization with a Board of highly competent 
directors who cover the different fields of hematology.

All active members are encouraged to nominate one or more candidates by using the enclosed 
nomination form. Please send the nomination form with an explanatory statement and a list of 
selected publications of the nominee before April 4, 2008 to the EHA Executive Office by using the

The Committee's nominations, including CVs of the candidates and an electronic ballot form, will be 
sent to members in the second week of May 2008. Ballot forms must be returned to the EHA Office 
by June 7, 2008 at the latest. The appointment of the new councilor, based on the results of the 
voting, will take place at the Business Meeting at the Annual Congress in Copenhagen.
